The
software was designed by engineers, architects,
specification writers, project managers and
construction managers. The U.S. Army Corps
of Engineers (USACE), the Naval Facilities
Engineering Command (NAVFAC) and the

Air Force Civil Engineer Command (AFCEC)

has mandated Specsintact as their standard
specifications processing system.

The Unified Facilities Guide Specifications

(UFGS) Master that is used with Specsintact are
divided into functional divisions according to the
Construction Specification Institute (CSI) format,
with each division containing related specification
Sections. The key elements within the Sections are
annotated using Specsintact’s application of the
Extensible Markup Language (XML).
